Two styles are offered for the
villas — the St. Andrews and the
Pebble Beach.

The St. Andrews is the design
of the first-floor model villa. The
Pebble Beach models are on the
second floor and have a balcony
overlooking the golf course.

Both are about 2,200 square
feet.

All units come with Jacuzzi
tubs, cherry cabinets, granite
countertops, GE stainless steel
appliances and Moen fixtures.

Porcelain tile floors are in the
foyer, kitchen, dining room, bath
and utility room. There’s also a
screened lanai, an oversized two-
car garage and a private putting
green reserved solely for the use
of Golf Villas residents.

Ed McMullen, executive vice
president of Legendary Realty,
said the villas will mostly appeal
to baby boomers and empty-nest-

ers because they offer “worry free”
living.

“It’s very relaxed,” he said. “The
yard’s maintained for you; all the
exterior work is managed by the
homeowner’s association and golf
course maintenance.
